REVISED TOWING POLICY ADOPOTED / PARKING PLACARD EXPIRATION  
Dear Friars Village Member,

Upon consideration of membership comments, The Friars Village Board of Directors voted at the July 20, 2011 Board of Directors meeting to officially adopt the proposed (amended) Towing Policy that was mailed to each member for review and comment in May 2011.  A copy of the final (amended) and NEWLY ADOPTED policy is on the reverse side of this communication for your records.   

BEGINNING AT 12:01 A.M. THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 1, 2011, THE NEW POLICY WILL BE IN FULL FORCE AND EFFECT FOR ALL FRIARS VILLAGE RESIDENTS AND THEIR INVITED GUESTS. 
We urge all residents to immediately bring your parking habits into compliance, or ensure your guests or tenants are in compliance with the community parking policies and procedures, as it is not the desire of the Board to tow vehicles. If you need to refresh your memory as to the community parking policies, please go online to www.Friarsvillage.org, e-mail Management to request a copy of the rules or drop by the office and pick-up a copy.  
PLEASE NOTE THAT CURRENT PARKING PLACARDS (HANG TAGS) WILL EXPIRE AS OF 11:59 P.M. WEDENSDAY, AUGUST 31, 2011.  
Members, please ensure that you register for your new parking placard by filling out the enclosed form and bringing it along with the soon to expire placard to the Friar’s Village Office no later than 5:00 p.m., Wednesday, August 31st.  If you do not have your current assigned placard, you will be charged a replacement fee of $75.  Members who live more than 75 miles from Friars Village may register via mail; upon receipt of your form and placard (or $75 replacement fee) we will send your new placard via USPS to your off-site address.  We apologize for any inconvenience, however tenants or non-owners are not eligible to register or pick up new placards unless they are in possession of a notarized Power of Attorney. 
We thank you in advance for your prompt attention to this matter and for your continued efforts in helping to support and maintain a standard of excellence within the Friars Village Community. TOWING POLICY
This Towing Policy has been created in accordance with Vehicle Code §22658-22658.2 & 22853.  Vehicles may be towed as a result of the following parking infractions:  
IMMEDIATE TOWING – NO PRIOR WARNING REQUIRED – 24/7:

    (a)
Unattended vehicle parked in a fire lane on any Caminito.  

    (b)
Unattended vehicle that blocks ingress OR egress OR creates a hazard to property or life from any common area or association maintained area.

TOWING -  UPON 2ND INFRACTION WITHIN A TWELVE MONTH PERIOD OF TIME.
(a) Any vehicle parked in a marked space on any Caminito and failing to display parking placard between the  hours of 11 p.m. and 6 a.m.  Placard must be hanging from the rear view mirror and be easily visible.  

(b)  Parking in a marked space on any Caminito in excess of forty-eight (48) consecutive hours.

(c)  Parking a commercial vehicle on any Caminito at any time, except as provided for vehicles doing work at 
      a unit.
(d)  Infraction of any Friars Village Board adopted parking rule or regulation as currently written or as may be

      properly noticed and amended or adopted by the Board of Directors.      
NOTE:  A total of one warning within a twelve month period of time will be issued.  Vehicles will be towed upon identification of a 2nd infraction. Written Warnings will be placed on the windshield of the vehicle.  

IF YOU HAVE BEEN TOWED:

1. For your convenience, towing signs posted at the entrance to each Caminito display the name and phone number of the Association approved towing company.
2. When a vehicle has been towed, the local traffic law enforcement agency shall be notified within one (1) hour after the tow was authorized.

THE FRIARS VILLAGE BOARD OF DIRECTORS RESERVES THE RIGHT TO ENFORCE PARKING VIA TOWING / THE ASSOCIATION’S ENFORCEMENT POLICY / LEGAL ACTION OR A COMBINATION OF TWO OR MORE REMEDIES.  

This Towing Policy was adopted by the Board of Directors on July 20, 2011 and is in full force and effect as of 9/1/11.  It supersedes all previously distributed Towing Policies.  
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
